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 Whatôs in a name?  A lot.  Have you seen the new Dickôs Sporting Goods 

commercial?  A young defender is encouraged to make his part of the field his own 

island and control it.  When asked his name, he responds, ñGilligan.ò  The commercial 

ends quickly reminding players to get the right equipment at Dickôs.  We have a picture 

in our minds about Gilliganôs island.  (Well those of us over forty do.)  That picture does 

not include the kinds of things a successful defensive back might need to control his 

portion of the field.  

 We have certain ideas about what sort of person one needs to be to be named 

a Christian.  Our being Disciples helps us a little (if weôll let it) because oftentimes 

people understand óChristianô as a nice, mild mannered, well behaved citizen who 

doesnôt make waves.  They donôt understand óChristianô as one who belongs to the risen 

Lord who made heaven and earth and is coming again to judge the living and the dead.  

They donôt think of a óChristianô as being someone who is sold out to loving God with all 

their being and is willing to give up everything to be faithful to the Christ.  People never 

think about a Christian being one who has openly, in public, confessed, ñI believe Jesus 

is the Christ, the Son of God.ò 

 A Disciple is primarily one who is actively in the process of learning at this 

moment, not one who has all the answers, but one who is seeking and is in a 

committed relationship to the Christ.  A Disciple seeks to know God and asks questions 

about possibilities for growth.  A Disciple is ready to move on and follow the Master 

wherever He may lead.  Even when things look tough the disciple continues to be 

faithful to follow (see John 6.66 -69 for example).  A Disciple doesnôt just take someone 

elseôs opinion but searches out the facts and makes up his mind based on how this fits 

with what God wants for all Godôs children and the world.  A Disciple isnôt a static entity 

but rather a living, growing, loving, being.  Thatôs what a Christian is as well.  People 

call things by their names- or by the characteristics they display.  May we be called 

Christians - Disciples of the Christ- and may the name fit.

   The woman slipped through the 
crowd toward the house where the 
Great man was dining. Other 
women on the street cast 
disapproving eyes on her and 
turned away in disgust. Men eyed 
her in a different way, as her 
painted face and anklet bells plainly 
told t hem who - and what - she

The feast was already in progress when the woman entered, but sh e didn't care 
if she made a scene.

Instead, she sank to the floor at His feet., sobbing quietly while the others 
stared. She took an alabaster jar from the  folds of her robe and poured its 
contents -- expensive, sweet-smelling perfume -- on His feet, the oil mingling 
with her tears. Then she dried His feet with her long hair.  
 

   "Jesus, don't You know who this woman is?" the host thought to himself. But 
instead of reprimanding the woman, Jesus had words for the host. "You did not 
pour oil on My head, but she has poured perfume on My feet. Her many sins 
have been forgiven -- for she loved much. But he who has been forgiven little 
loves little."  
 

   Turning back to the woman, He said, "Your faith has saved you. Go in peace." 
 

   When a person becomes a Christ-Follower, something incredible happens in 
their heart.
